Community Reserve (aka adding local content to OverDrive collection): on hiatus starting November 30 until OverDrive tackles the next stage of Content Reserve enhancements. I had been working on procedures and a webinar when I got this message.

"If you have local content that you would like to add to your digital collection, please do so by November 30, 2012 either via Content Reserve or the FTP site for OverDrive to process on your behalf.  Please ensure that all of the metadata is uploaded and correct and that you confirm the upload by submitting the confirmation page once completed."
Browsing collections: Rotating titles on the main page of the Digital Library in addition to the New eBooks and audiobooks. I’ve compiled a few to keep content fresh; those in rotation pick up a lot of holds
Oct- Happy Halloween 

Oct-Nov- Holiday and Seasonal Cooking

Nov- Featured eBooks (recycled from last year's holiday buying binge)

next/Dec- Wisconsin focus

Display: our mobile site has now been updated to say “Wisconsin's Digital Library.”
MARC records

- Duke Classics titles are not covered by our OCLC contract. SkyRiver can produce MARC records from their records of the paper versions for $0.85/each ($0.75 for SkyRiver members), and basic "core" records are free if they have to generate something from the raw metadata. We'd get some kind of record for all the titles we sent, though.
I sent a sample file that should be returned in a few days and I'll distribute that to the OverDrive cataloging group for reaction to quality, etc. Since we can control what we want done, hopefully it wouldn't be a big cost burden.
